Abstract

Libraries were temporal repositories of collective
knowledge, leading to better utilization of the space
as best as possible. But some architects choose to go
one step further and attribute to the 1library a
symbolic meaning/concept, through the use of large
empty spaces. Although the aims of architects are
common, the design of empty space varies, reflecting
each time the philosophical beliefs of each
architect.

The present paper deals with the study of empty space
as a key synthetic tool, in three libraries, by three
architects with different philosophical views : a.
the Library of University Phillips Exeter by
L.I.Kahn, b. Stuttgart's Public Library by E.Y.Yi, c.
the Proposal for National Library of France by
R.Koolhaas. The analysis and interpretation of the
empty spaces of these libraries, will be studied in
order to present those synthetic manipulations that
reflect the philosophical ideas of architects.
