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General

The workshop focuses on the design of architectural proposals and interventions for the free and

unstructured public spaces of the wider area of the Eastern and Western moat, as well as the

related bastions. The aim of the projects is to propose ideas for integrating these spaces into the

daily lives of citizens which could be utilized by the residents and strengthen the community

through supportive functions.



Workshop theme

One of the most significant elements shaping the historic center of Chania is the Venetian walls,
bastions, and moats. However, despite their strong morphological presence and their importance
as a "boundary" between the city's two phases of development, the historical and the
contemporary, these structures do not seem to contribute dynamically to everyday life. Instead,
they stand as an impressive yet somewhat "detached" large-scale archaeological remnant.

At the same time, Chania, like many other historic cities in Europe, appears to be increasingly
falling victim to its own value and beauty. The main reason is the intense touristic interest in the
area, which leads to a large influx of visitors. Currently, the number of tourists appears
disproportionate to the city's infrastructure, resulting in urban development being primarily driven
by the tourist experience, which generates significant revenue, rather than by the needs of the

permanent residents.

Three key questions of the workshop:

- How can architecture create public spaces of coexistence?

- Could the monuments and their surrounding spaces be integrated in the daily activities
of the residents?

- How can permanent residents enjoy their city year-round without being displaced by

visitors?

Design tools & presentation requirements
The final presentation will include diagrams, architectural drawings (plans, sections, elevations),

sketches, 3D representations, and a physical model.
